The Roots of Transformation: Love

1 Corinthians Chapter 13

1 Though I speak with the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, I have
become sounding brass or a clanging cymbal.

2 And though I have the gift of prophecy, and understand all mysteries and all
knowledge, and though I have all faith, so that I could remove mountains, but
have not love, I am nothing.

: And though I bestow all my goods to feed the poor, and though I give my body
to be burned, but have not love, it profits me nothing.

How do the highlighted areas relate to last week’s message?
-There must be something deeper than works...

+ Love suffers long and is kind; -it does not give up; it suffers...... long....

love does not envy; -it rejoices with others when they are blessed and victorious
love does not parade itself, -it’s not showy, it’s not looking for a stage

is not puffed up; not confident in “self” again, looking for a stage

s does not behave rudely, -LOVE IS NOT RUDE!

does not seek its own, -Loves does not say, "it’s all about me!”

is not provoked, -it takes no account of the evil done to it; it forgives

thinks no evil; -not motivated by evil thoughts

¢ does not rejoice in iniquity, but rejoices in the truth;
-LOVE DOES NOT SAY, "GOD WILL GET THEM.’

’bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things.

-’ ove bears up under anything and everything that comes, is ever ready to believe the
best of every person, its hopes are fadeless under all circumstances, and it endures
everything [without weakening]. -Amplified Bible
